ith 59 p
ercent of the national

total. H

ever, annual oyster p
roduction is highly

variable from
 year to year due p

rim
arily to nat-

ural environm
ental and p

redator fluctuations. 
C
onsiderable state and regional oyster

research along the G
ulf C

oast, including studies
on oyster aquaculture, is being conducted for
this valuable industry. O

yster farm
ing consists 

of p
roducing oyster larvae, setting the larvae,

p
rotecting the juveniles (sp

at), and then “p
lanting”

in natural w
aters w

ith various degrees of control.
M

ethods of grow
ing oysters can range from

 scat-
tering the sp

at on the bottom
 to m

aintaining sp
at 

in an enclosed structure on som
e kind of sup

ort float, fram

e, or belt.

Sm
all-scale oyster aquaculture gardening p

irginia as a m

of restoring the oyster p

ay.Volunteers
grow

 oysters in the C
hesapeake

B
ay by utilizing

floatable rigid nets, such as Taylor floats,
attached to p

rivate p
iers. C

oordinating organiza-
tions p

rovide sp
at-on-shell to volunteers w

ho
m

onitor the oysters and m
aintain the cages.

O
ysters are grow

n inside the cages until they are
ap

p
roxim

ately 3 inches long. T
hey are then

stocked onto oyster reefs to enhance the restora-
tion efforts in the C

hesap
eake B

ay.
Successful im

benefits to the coastal com

O
yster gar-

dening should help
 im

p
rove the bay’s w

ater
