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avian influenza include the following:
• Poultry from areas of the world
with serious strains of the disease are
not permitted to enter the United
States.  All commercial poultry enter-
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lorida Agriculture Com-
missioner Charles H.
Bronson has outlined ac-
tions his department is

taking to prevent avian influenza
from striking Florida.

While influenza strains in birds,
just as in people, vary considerably
in severity, some influenza strains
can be devastating to domestic poul-
try.  This makes avian influenza a
serious concern for poultry producers
and animal health officials.  Public
concern about the disease has height-
ened with the news that some avian
influenza strains have the potential
to infect people as well as birds.

“We have a number of safeguards
in place to prevent this disease from
impacting Florida, and we are main-
taining our vigilance and surveil-
lance efforts to keep avian influenza
out of our state,” Bronson said.

Florida’s safeguards against

Safeguards in place to protect Florida from avian flu

ing Florida from other states are re-
quired to have a permit and must
originate from influenza-free flocks.
• Testing for avian influenza is be-
ing conducted at the Florida Depart-

ment of Agriculture’s animal health
diagnostic laboratories.  The Division
of Animal Industry has 35 authorized
agents trained to collect samples.
Samples are regularly collected from
backyard flocks and commercial poul-
try breeding flocks, and 35 botanicas
in the state participate in a voluntary
surveillance and testing program.
• Veterinarians, veterinary labora-
tories, and those working with birds
in Florida are required to report sus-
pected cases of avian influenza to the
Department.  If avian influenza is de-
tected, quarantine and other emer-
gency plans are in place to eradicate
the disease as quickly as possible.

The last reported case of avian
influenza in Florida occurred in a
single bird in a botanica in 2001.
Birds at the location were depopu-
lated, and the premises were cleaned
and disinfected to ensure that the
virus was eliminated.

Surveillance sampling and testing for avian influenza have
expanded to include birds at small animal sales, live bird
markets, county fairs, and exhibitions.

Hurricane-damaged oyster reefs to be restored
The Florida Department of Agri-

culture and Consumer Services has
been awarded a $1.7 million federal
grant to restore oyster reefs damaged
by Hurricane Ivan last September.

The grant was provided by the
National Oceanic and Atmospheric
Administration and is part of an
overall effort by a number of Gulf
states to restore damage caused by
the hurricane.

“It is critical that we restore our
oyster reefs to benefit the men and
women who make their living in this
industry,” Agriculture Commissioner
Charles H. Bronson said.  “Restoring
the reefs will also benefit the millions
of people who enjoy Florida’s quality
seafood.”

The restoration project involves
the construction of oyster reef habi-
tat in a number of Florida’s Gulf
Coast estuaries.  Habitat construc-
tion will take place in Escambia Bay,
East Bay, Choctawhatchee Bay, West
Bay, North Bay, Apalachicola Bay,
Oyster Bay, Suwannee Sound, and
Waccacassa Bay.

Florida officials have been ac-
tively engaged in oyster resource de-
velopment for more than 50 years.
During that time they have created
and restored thousands of acres of
productive public oyster reefs.

In addition to enhancing oyster
production, oyster reefs provide im-
portant habitat and numerous eco-
system services.

Shopping from home
is convenient and of-
fers a wide range of
choices to time-

strapped consumers.  But at-home
shopping is not without its risk.
Whether you are ordering products
and services from a telemarketer, a
direct-mail advertiser, a television
shopping network, an Internet-based
company, or a door-to-door salesper-
son, you should know your rights,
understand the risks, and know
where you can call for help if some-
thing goes wrong with the purchase.

National, state, and local con-
sumer and law enforcement agencies,
advocacy groups, and private sector
companies have joined forces to help
consumers know their rights when
they shop from the comfort of home.
Here are a few tips that will help

Tips to make shopping from home safer
make shopping from home safer:
• Know who you are dealing with.
Shop from vendors you know to be
legitimate.  There is no fail-safe way
to check up on an unfamiliar seller,
but you might be able to get informa-
tion from friends, your local consumer
protection agency, or from the Florida
Department of Agriculture and Con-
sumer Services helpline at 1-800-
HELPFLA (1-800-435-7352).
• Protect your privacy.  Provide
personal information – if you so
choose – only if you know who is col-
lecting it, why, and how the informa-
tion is going to be used.
• Think it through.  Do not act on
impulse or give in to high-pressure
tactics.  Beware of phrases such as
“must act now” or “one-time-only offer.”
• Know what you are buying.  Get
a complete description of all the

terms of the transaction.
• Know the retailer’s customer sat-
isfaction policies and the terms of the
sale.  Before making a purchasing
decision, consumers should look for
information regarding shipping time;
return, refund, or exchange policies;
product warranty/guarantee details;
and information concerning the
retailer’s commitment to resolve any
disputes that might arise.
• Pay the safest way. A credit card
offers the most consumer protection,
including a $50 liability limit for un-
authorized charges.
• Seek help if you run into a
problem.  If you cannot resolve your
problem by working directly with the
company, call 1-800-HELPFLA
(1-800-435-7352) or the Federal
Trade Commission’s toll-free
helpline at 1-877-FTC-HELP (1-877-

382-4357).  You can also visit the
Division of Consumer Services’
website at www.800helpfla.com.

To report mail fraud, call your
local U.S. Postal Inspection Service or
postmaster.  If you suspect telemar-
keting or Internet fraud, report it to
the National Fraud Information Cen-
ter/Internet Fraud Watch programs.
These programs, operated by the
National Consumer League, can be
reached toll-free by phone at 1-800-
876-7060 or online at www.fraud.org.

More than 900 farmers, ranch-
ers, industry representatives, and
Future Farmers of America students
and more than 40,000 Florida school
children participated in Florida’s sec-
ond annual Agriculture Literacy Day
on March 17.  Volunteers marked this
special day by visiting local schools
to read to the children and discuss
agriculture’s importance in their
community.

Florida Agriculture Commis-
sioner Charles H. Bronson, Florida
Representative Marty Bowen, mem-
bers of the Florida Senate and House
Agriculture Committees, an official

School children participate in Ag Literacy Day
from the Florida Department of Edu-
cation, and representatives of the ag-
riculture industry and the event’s
sponsor, Florida Agriculture in the
Classroom, Inc., kicked off Agricul-
ture Literacy Day with a press con-
ference in the Cabinet Room of the
Capitol in Tallahassee.  As part of the
press conference, Commissioner
Bronson read “How Groundhog’s
Garden Grew,” this year’s designated
Agriculture Literacy Day book, to a
kindergarten class from Roberts El-
ementary School.

“Agriculture Literacy Day is a
great way for us to teach kids about

where their food and fiber comes
from,” said Heather Nedley, chair-
man of Florida Ag in the Classroom.
The Gainesville-based, non-profit or-
ganization is funded by the agricul-
ture specialty license tag — the ‘Ag
Tag’ — and is charged with educat-
ing students and teachers unfamil-
iar with agriculture about the
industry’s importance.

“Children today are several gen-
erations removed from the farm,” said
Commissioner Bronson, himself a
former agriculture teacher, “so we
need to use events like Agriculture
Literacy Day to help teach children

that their food and fiber doesn’t come
from the supermarket.”

Another equally important com-
ponent of Agriculture Literacy Day
is promoting reading to Florida’s
school children to complement Gov-
ernor Bush’s “Just Read, Florida!” ini-
tiative.

“Initiatives like Agriculture Lit-
eracy Day enable students to work
on their reading skills while learn-
ing about agriculture,” said Florida
Education Commissioner John Winn.
“Promoting reading through pro-
grams like these is a great way to
encourage a love of reading.”

Florida Agriculture Commis-
sioner Charles H. Bronson has an-
nounced actions taken against 16
business opportunity companies as
part of a state and federal nationwide
crackdown on business opportunity
and work-at-home schemes.

Bronson joined Federal Trade
Commission Chairperson Deborah
Platt Majoras, the U.S. Department
of Justice, the U.S. Attorney’s Office,
and the U.S. Postal Inspection Ser-
vice at a press conference at the
FTC’s Washington, D.C., headquar-
ters to announce “Project Biz Opp
Flop,” a coordinated attack on mis-
leading and bogus money-making
schemes.  Thirteen other states were
also involved in the investigations,
and more than 200 enforcement
actions have been taken by various
government agencies.

“I am extremely pleased that
we have been able to work with our
federal partners to take action
against companies that cost consum-
ers tens of millions of dollars every
year,” Bronson said.  “Florida’s
growth has created a huge magnet
for business opportunity and work-
at-home scams, and it takes a united
effort to investigate and prosecute
con artists who prey on someone’s
desire to own his or her own business
or supplement their incomes.”

Bronson’s Division of Consumer
Services assisted federal agencies in
their investigations against numer-
ous Florida-based companies.  Of the
16 cases the FTC filed in federal

State cracks down on business opportunity scams
court, seven were in Florida.  The fed-
eral agencies are freezing assets and
seeking temporary restraining orders
and civil penalties.  The FTC has as-
signed two attorneys to work as
special assistant U.S. Attorneys in the
Southern District of Florida to assist
in the prosecution of business oppor-
tunity fraud.  The investigations have
laid the groundwork for criminal en-
forcement actions taken by the Jus-
tice Department and U.S. Attorney’s
Office.  The U.S. Attorney’s Office for
the Southern District of Florida has
filed criminal charges against 14
people for their involvement in busi-
ness opportunity scams.  Bronson is-
sued fines against 16 business oppor-
tunities.  The fines ranged from $2,000
to $6,000 for technical violations of
the state’s business opportunity law.

Business opportunities are de-
fined as an offer to assist a person in
starting his or her own business by
providing — either through sales or
lease — products, equipment, sup-
plies, or service needed to carry on
the business.  The Florida Depart-
ment of Agriculture and Consumer
Services regulates business opportu-
nities that cost more than $500,
requiring them to register with the
Department, submit financial disclo-
sure, and obtain an Advertising
Identification Number (AIN) to use
in all advertising.  The Department
received more than 1,000 complaints
against business opportunities in
2004 and collected more than $47,000
in fines.

As part of Project Biz Opp Flop,
the FTC and states are also working
on a public education campaign to
help consumers identify potential
scams and avoid them in the first
place.  The FTC has made materials
available on its website at
www.ftc.gov.  Additional information
about Project Biz Opp Flop is also
available on this website.

“The majority of the business op-
portunity and work-at-home scams
close up shop and disappear before
any consumers realize they have
been victimized,” Bronson said.  “It
is nearly impossible to get consum-
ers’ refunds from outright scams, so
public education is the biggest
weapon we have in combating these
crimes.  I commend the FTC for ag-
gressively reaching out to the public
to help prevent them from becoming
victims in the first place.”
